Purpose of Course:
Mathematics of Finance concentrates on the mathematics necessary to understand and make informed decisions related to personal finance. The mathematics in the course will be based on many topics in prior courses; however, the specific applications will extend the student’s understanding of when and how to use these topics. Instruction and assessment should include the appropriate use of manipulatives and technology. Topics should be represented in multiple ways, such as concrete/pictorial, verbal/written, numeric/data-based, graphical, and symbolic. Concepts should be introduced and used, where appropriate, in the context of realistic phenomena.

· TTK Quizzes

· Students will also take weekly TTK (Things to Know) quizzes over definitions, formulas, identities, etc.  Students will add to their lists of “things to know” as the semester progresses.  These quizzes are cumulative.  We have found that notecards are an effective way to study for these quizzes.  The students will be provided a ring to put their notecards on, but they need to supply their own notecards.  An alternate form of study is to use the StudyBlue app or the Quizlet app.  

· Quizzes missed because of EXCUSED absences should be made up as soon as possible (3 days – per student handbook).  

· Warm-up quizzes – These will be taken the first few minutes of class each day.
· Ticket out the door quizzes – These will be taken the last few minutes of class each day.
