Since lifelong success depends in part on learning to make responsible choices, I have developed a classroom plan, which guides every student to make good decisions about his/her behavior.  Your child deserves the most positive educational climate possible for his/her growth.  The plan below outlines positive recognition for appropriate behavior and consequences for inappropriate behavior.  

Classroom Expectations:

1. The student will come to class prepared and be in his/her seat when the tardy bell rings.  Being prepared means bringing a pencil, paper and any other necessary materials to class.

2. The student will behave with courtesy and respect for all individuals within the classroom.

3. The student will obey all school rules.

a. Cell phones and all electronic devices and accessories must be turned off, out of sight and cannot be used during class time.  You will not charge your phone in my room.  You will be required to turn in your cell phones at the beginning of each class day.
b. You may eat or drink, but only if you are responsible enough to pick up after yourself.

4. The student will participate in all class activities.  You cannot convince me that you are participating if your eyes are closed or your head is on your desk.
Consequences:

1. Verbal Warning

2. Detention on a date designated by the block 

3. Detention on a date designated by the block and parental contact

4. Referral to administrator

Note:  If the problem involves a serious offense, the student will be referred to an administrator immediately!!!
